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PART I. INTRODUCTION 

In the past decade more than 2500 pages of documentation 
have been published in The Flag Bulletin. Each of the ten volumes 
has had an index in the last number so that information would be 
accessible. These list all references throughout the volume to a 
given country or flag or other topic. 

Useful as they are, the indexes do not distinguish between a 
brief reference and a substantive article; nor do they give any hint 
of the kind of information to be found. For this reason - and in 
recognition of the usefulness that a single index for the entire ten 
years would have - the present compilation has been made. It is 
intended to complement rather than replace the volume indexes. 

As indicated in the table of contents, the material here has been 
organized on a topical basis making use of the standard Vexillologi­
cal Classification System (see The Flag Bulletin, No. 92, pp. 16-
22). Overwhelmingly, references are to notes, new flags, and ar­
ticles giving the history of flags (and coats of arms) of a particular 
geographical unit. 

Almost all the nations of the world - and many countries no 
longer in existence - have been covered to a greater or lesser 
extent in these issues. Special listings, including authors of Flag 
Bulletin articles, have also been compiled. Cross references have 
been given so that the present index and the ones already pub­
lished (including the cumulative 1961-1981 and 1982-1991 indices) 
together constitute the most comprehensive key to flag information 
available in print. 

A citation is obviously of little value if the item itself cannot be 
referred to. More than two-thirds of the back issues of the past 
decade of The Flag Bulletin are currently still in print and available 
for purchase. A listing of all available issues may be obtained form 
the Center at any time.
